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Достижение личностных результатов при обучении английскому языку является одной из задач обновленного ФГОС. При этом особое, всё возрастающее значение имеет работа по изучению родного края, краеведение. Важным условием развития краеведения являются современные социально-политические перемены, когда укрепляется российская государственность, растет роль «провинции», когда возрастает интерес россиян, молодежи к своему историческому прошлому, народным обычаям и традициям. Именно благодаря краеведению ученик имеет возможность глубже уяснить положения: история – это история людей; корни человека - в истории и традициях своей семьи, своего народа, в прошлом родного края и страны. 
В рамках формирования социокультурной компетенции, в процессе получения знаний о социокультурном портрете родной страны и умений представлять Россию в диалоге культур осуществляется патриотическое воспитание. 
Особую ценность в этом аспекте представляет раздел учебника Spotlight on Russia (5-9 классы), посвящённый разным аспектам многонациональной российской культуры в соответствии с тематикой модулей. Это мощный ресурс для достижения личностных результатов. Предложенные после текстов вопросы для обсуждения предоставляют возможность учащимся высказываться о личном опыте деятельности, выражать собственное аргументированное мнение, обеспечивают формирование ценностных ориентаций. Следуя заданиям учебника, подростки собирают (изучают, систематизируют) материал и на основе изученного на уроке рассказывают о своем родном крае, о своих увлечениях и интересах, о делах своего класса и школы и своем личном участии в них, об экологических проблемах родного края и путях их решения. Они осознают через личный опыт свою собственную культуру, проявляют гражданское и национальное самосознание, стремление к взаимопониманию между людьми разных стран и сообществ.

The name "manul" means "wild cat" in Mongolian. Sometimes they call it
> Pallas's cat - beast was named after the German scientist Peter Simon Pallas, who
~© first described this species of feline. Siberian manuls are found in the Sayano-

5 They prefer steppes and foothills where there is little snow. Thanks to their
! ";?3‘ thick fluffy fur, they feel great in the
harsh continental climate and easily withstand large
temperature changes.

Pallas's cat is the same in size to a domestic cat
but it looks more massive than a domestic cat. The
length of the manul's body is from 45 to 65 cm, the
length of the tail is from 21 to 31 cm, and the weight is
from 2.5 to 4.5 kg. Males are usually larger than
females. The sounds that a wild cat makes resemble
hoarse dog barking.

The wildcat's diet includes small and medium-
sized rodents as well as small birds that nest on the ground. Pallas's cats eat berries too.

Manuls are inactive animals and they do not know how to run fast.
Pallas's cat is a very skillful predator. It is impossible for small animals
and birds to escape from it.

Besides humans, manul has few enemies in nature. People meet
with manul extremely rarely. This is a very careful animal, so taking a
picture of it in the wild is a great success.

Don’t let these nice furry animals die out!

SPOTLIGHT ON RUSSIA VISITS THE KRASNOYARSK
PARK OF FLORA AND FAUNA “ROEV RUCHEY” — THE
PEARL OF SIBERIA.

The park of flora and fauna “Roev Ruchey” is one of the largest and the most beautiful zoos in
Russia. It is located on the outskirts of Krasnoyarsk. Its total area is fifty-one hectares and it is
famous for lots amazing creatures. The amount of species gives it the right to be in the top five of
European zoos. The zoo participates in the international programme of saving
endangered and small numbered species. 340 species of its collection are listed in the
International Red Book and 30 ones are put in the Red Book of the Russian
Federation.

The zoo has the following departments: mammals,
ungulates, amphibians and reptiles, ornithology. A
zoological collection is constantly updating at the expense
of buying and exchanging rare species. It is the greatest
collection among the zoos of the Urals, Siberia and the Far East. The

park of flora and fauna “Roev Ruchey” has six warm expositions such

as “Exotic animals”, “Aquaterrarium”, “African lions”, “Giraffes”, “Heat-loving ungulates™ and
“Crane-like gruiformes”. There is the biggest zone for arctic animals like penguins and polar bears
in Eurasia. Tourists can find here the only significant collection of mammals and birds from Africa
in Siberia.

So, a visit to the park of flora and fauna “Roev Ruchey” is a fantastic experience.

The national park “Krasnoyarsk Stolby” is one of the largest and the most beautiful
protected natural areas in Russia. The park, created in 1925 as areserve, has a
goal to preserve unique natural complexes. It is located
on the outskirts of Krasnoyarsk. Its total area is
48066 hectares. The park is famous for its
natural sculptures and biological variety. The
amount of plant and animal species such as
lady’s slippers, falcons, the golden eagle, the
owl are put in the Red Book of the Russian Federation.

The national park has the following three zones: recreational, reserved and a zone of special
protection. A recreational zone is opened to visitors and it attracts tourists from all over the world.
The tourists feel like they have the world in their hands when climbing the rock pillars. The total
amount of rocks is 189. They differ “opened” and “wild” rocks. The central pillars consist of
unique objects such as “Grandfather”, “Grandson”, “Grandmother”, “Feathers”, “Lion Gates” and
others. These amazing blocks resemble beasts, people or architectural monuments
created by nature. Tourists can see the sights of picturesque Siberian fir taiga

with its various flora and fauna. The reserved area is completely closed for

tourists. Krasnoyarsk is a homeland of such a phenomenon as “stolbism”. It is

a subculture known for its fearless rock climbing, mountaineering, songs near
the fire and family recreation. Join it!

SPOTLIGHT ON RUSSIA IS READY FOR AN EXCITING JOURNEY
TO ERGAKI NATURE PARK IN THE SOUTH OF SIBERIA

A nature park is located in the south of the Krasnoyarsk Region. The aim of the park is to preserve natural
complexes and objects and create conditions for recreation of visitors. More than 120 thousand tourists visit
the park every year.

Ergaki Park is a place where Siberian nature reveals itself in all its magical
greatness. Framed by the Krasnoyarsk taiga steppes and mountain chains, this
amazing nature park is a real gem with many interesting locations. But the natural
resources of the park include not only plants. Here, among the forests and
mountains, there are about 50 species of mammals, including the white hare,
majestic lynx, deer, nimble squirrels, beavers and curious chipmunks. The
chirping of various birds (more than 160 species) can be heard in the air of the park, providing a magnificent
concert of natural melodies.

Ergaki Nature Park is filled to the top with sights, like a precious natural box. All of them are not man-made
and very ancient. The sights can be divided into groups: lakes, waterfalls, rivers, peaks, passes and cliffs.

The Hanging Stone is an unsolved mystery of Ergaki. It
is the most famous attraction of the natural park. The
stone hangs over the abyss and seems about to fall, but
it has been lying on a bare rock for centuries. Why it
didn't collapse is an absolute mystery. There is a legend
that says if this huge stone falls down into the lake, its
icy spray will awaken the Sleeping Sayan. When the
Giant awakens, there will be complete order on earth. The Sleeping Sayan is a mountain range near the
Stone. A head of the Sleeping Sayan is the most attractive sight in the park. The shamans of Tuva consider
the territory of the park to be a place of power.

Among all the natural wonders, the outstanding symbol of the park is the mystical
rock Parabola. You can admire photos of such a magnificent formation endlessly,
but the real magic begins when you find yourself at its foot. Thin and Fat brother (as
tourists call them) stand above the lake of Artists creating a beautiful architectural
ensemble. These rocks give a fabulous look to the surrounding landscape.

So, get ready for an exciting journey, meet sunsets in the pools of rivers pausing in
front of mountain peaks and enjoying the aroma of herbs.

THE GOLDEN SABLE.

The Siberian taiga is a vast home to wild animals such as brown
bears, elks, squirrels, arctic foxes, hares, snow leopards and sables for sure.

The Siberian sable is called the “soft gold” of Russia because of its beautiful and
valuable fur. The sable’s shining and durable fur is an object of hunting. That is why

- sables are guarded in nature reserves and they are put in the
Red Book of Russia.

This unique habitat of taiga is very cunning and strong. It
moves in jumps and climbs trees very well. It eats plne -nuts,
berries as well as mice, birds and ¢

small hares. Sables live in upper
reaches of mountain rivers, in thickets or among stones. They
have got short paws, round wide ears, a big head and a thick e
furry tail. Sables weigh from 1,1 to 1,8 kg. Sables are very
swift and they can run four km a day.

Sables are a furry symbol of Siberia and do not let them die out.

The National Astafyev’s Centre opened on May 1, 2024. It is dedicated to the centenary of writer’s
birth. The Centre is included in today’s Memorial Complex of V. P. Astafyev.

The three-storey building houses a museum, an exhibition hall, |
an intelligence centre, an children’s centre and a conference hall. A il

souvenir shop and a café are also at your disposal.

Viktor Astafyev's personal office from his apartment in
Akademgorodok has also  been
recreated  here: from a  desk,
l bookshelves and a bed to clothes and fishing rods. The works of
the last 20 years have been written in this atmosphere.

The multimedia expositions contain images from the works
of V. P. Astafiev, his voice and fragments
from his life. You can explore the life and work of the writer based on
the autobiography "I will tell you about myself", and interactive
elements, many illustrations, quotes and audio stories will help you in
this. The exhibition presents the main works, the plot of which is closely
connected with the life of the writer himself: "The Last Bow", "The
Pass", "Somewhere the war is rumbling", "The Shepherd and the Shepherdess", "The Merry
Soldier", "The King Fish", "Zatesi", "Sad detective". The atrium contains books published in 35
languages in different countries.

The Intelligence Center works for independent research of the writer's work. It shows the
influence of Astafiev on the modern literary world and contains monographs, abstracts of

) dissertations, articles. The Intelligence Center is a large knowledge
base for the work of schoolchildren, students, teachers, writers, and
scientists.

The Centre is planning to arrange exhibitions, educational events,
conferences, competitions, creative meetings and other events of
different scales.

The National Astafyev’s Centre is a place where the younger generation study, discover and
interpret the work of a national writer. It is necessary to preserve generational memory.

The Krasnoyarsk eco-park “Gremyachaya Griva” is a real forest within the city
limits. “Gremyachaya Griva” is called a ridge which is supposed to be the remains
of an ancient extinct volcano. This territory was once covered with red-hot lava.

The eco-park itself was created in 2018 as a truly convenient,
ecological and safe place for the residents and its guests. It is
§ characterized by the expressiveness of the natural relief and the
rich plant world. People can walk along the forest paths, breath
in the Siberian air, enjoy the picturesque views and take the beautiful photos. There are
several picturesque locations in the “Gremyachaya Griva” eco-
park. They offer views of the Yenisei River, the peaks of the x,?w W
"Pillars", the Beaver Log and the Torgashinsky Ridge ay

“Gremyachaya Griva”is characterized by the expressiveness of
the natural relief and the rich plant world. The main wealth of “Gremyachaya
Griva” is its unique forest landscape. It is home to many birds and animals. While
wandering along the forest paths you can spot squirrels and chipmunks picking
seeds from the feeders, an owl living on one of the glades or woodpeckers hiding in tree crowns.

“Gremyachaya Griva” includes hiking trails, sports routes with
tracks for runners, cyclists, skiers, 11 playgrounds of different
formats, 4 sports grounds, 3 warm visiting centers with free |
toilets, changing rooms, mother and child rooms, 2 parking
areas, 2 museums of geology with rock samples, a huge
number of photo zones and spectacular views. The pavilions
and routes have been created for active sports usage. All routes
of the park are equipped with modern soft lighting and video cameras.

Spotlight on Russia goes on an excursion to the
Krasnoyarsk Regional Museum

The Krasnoyarsk Regional Museum is one of the oldest museums in
Siberia and in the Far East. It is also one of the largest museums in
Russia. About 360 thousand people visit it per month. The
Krasnoyarsk Regional Museum is recognized as the best Regional
Museum of Russia and as the winner of the competition “The
changeful museum of the changeable world”. The museum was
opened in 1889. The present building is constructed in a modern style

and it is stylized as an ancient Egyptian temple. The architect of the
project is a famous Krasnoyarsk architect Leonid Chernyshov.

The exhibition of the Krasnoyarsk Regional Museum traces the history of the region from ancient
times to our days. Some of the exhibits are of great value. Here one can find archeological (more
than 35 thousand objects), paleontological (the complete
skeleton of a mammoth, the reconstruction of a wooly
rhino, the unique skeleton of astegosaur and so on). The
Krasnoyarsk Regional Museum
includes worldwide artistic,
church, ethnographic and
scientific collections as well
as  manuscripts,  written
documents, weapon, the
heritage of Decembrists, Surikov’s and Astafiev’s funds. Moreover,

the museum has got such unique exhibits as autographs of Napoleon
and Rasputin.

Excursions are held in four languages: Russian, English, German and
French. Come along and see for yourself!
